











USING SOLIDWORKS/ZACROBAT 3D FILES WITHIN OTHER APPLICATIONS

You can also combine multiple Acrobat 3D files as separate pages of one
PDF, or bundle them as package of PDFs, again for easy emailing. This
is done in the Acrobat 3D Window as follows:

1) Click on Combine Files in the toolbar (you see a green Plus sign).
2) A window opens that helps you choose which files to combine.

3) By clicking on Add Folders, you can search for and add any number
of files, not just PDFs, and you can change the order in which they
will appear on the pages of the combined file.

4) You then are prompted to choose Merge Files into a single PDF or
Assemble Files into a PDF package.

5) Click on Create, then Save.
